lumne. Anyone aspiring to be a director must have their business in one 
of these locations. 

   Any interested party can contact the Chamber for a Job Description of 

what is expected of a director. Primarily you are obligated to a Board 
meeting once a month, the second Wednesday at 11 AM, and would be 

assigned to a standing committee. The Board of Directors consists of 17 

members representing all areas of the county, along with several ñat 

largeò positions.  A term is for 3 years and directors are eligible for a 
total of 2 terms. 

   Each candidate must be an active member in good standing and must 

have agreed to accept the responsibility of a directorship. The report of 
the Nominating Committee will be presented at the September Board 

meeting.   Additional  nominations  may  be  made  by  a quorum of  the  

Board or  by  members  submitting  a  petition  signed  by  twenty  

     Senate President Pro Tem Darrell Steinberg, 
is tabling his measure, SB 23, until at least 2012 

which will allow local legislatures and school 

boards to enact their own taxing ability. The Tuo-

lumne County Chamber of Commerce has op-
posed this bill that could cause chaos throughout 

the state. 

   The bill has met with a lot of resistance from 
the business community, along with other organi-

zations that see the possibility of local jurisdic-

tions raising taxes for their own special needs. 
Although state law still requires a 2/3 majority 

vote by the people, there could potentially be a 

series of tax increases proposed by different enti-

ties. It was also unclear in the bill just what taxes 
could be raised.  

   The Chamber hopes the Senator will reconsider 

reintroducing this bill in the future.
