      After listening to a presentation 

by Forest Supervisor Susan Skalski 

and Maria Benech informing about 

activities for the Capitol Christmas 

Tree, the Board committed to $200 

from the Chamber, $200 from the 

Ambassadors, and possible $200 

from Leadership Tuolumne County, 

to support local activities of the 

event. 

   The Stanislaus National Forest had 

been selected to provide a Christmas 

tree to our nationôs capitol for 2011. 

Each year the nationôs Christmas 

tree is selected from a National For-

est in the United States. It has been 

many years since a forest in Califor-

nia has had this honor. Although the 

Forest Service is the provider of the 

tree it should be up to the local com-

munity to provide the event. 

   On November 5, 2011 the 65-foot 

tall tree will be cut and brought to 

the fairgrounds. Several activities 

will be going on during the day 

along with music donated by local 

musicians. The tree will then be 

boxed and sent on its way across the 

nation and finally to the Capitol. 

   A student from California and his/

her parents will be selected to throw 

the switch that will light the tree. 

Locally activities costs need to be 

covered by donations or trade outs to 

pay for the Sonora event. Being that 

this activity will bring national rec-

ognition to the community, the Di-

rectors voted for the donations.
