Board amends bylaws to include
electronic voting

Recently an issue came up that had an early
deadline response time and the next meeting of the
Board of Directors would be too late. An email was
sent to Directors to see if they would respond elec-
tronically to the issue. Although they did respond, the
guestion arose of amending the Bylaws to allow offi-
cially for such a vote and how it should be presented.
A discussion was held on being able to take a vote of
the Board electronically and to move forward with
how that could be accomplished.

A draft of wording was presented to the Board in
August and further discussion made several changes
to the document. Another draft, incorporating sugges-
tions, was presented at the September meeting and
approved by the Board.

The amendment to the Bylaws now allows, when
time is of the essence, the Board to vote electroni-

cally. First choice, howe
can be called to vote on the issue that would preclude
an electronic vote. 1 f a

cal then electronic voting can be done. Same rules
apply as if in a regular meeting; there must be a quo-
tum, all information must be provided, all Directors
be informed, vote of majority of Board declares a
position. The only difference from a regular vote is
that the need for a motion and a second is waived.

All votes will be recorded and presented in Minutes
at the next regular Board meeting.
